International animation day is celebrated annually on October
28. Animation offers an entertaining alternative to live-action
films, and at many times, animated movies have outperformed
their live- action counterparts in Hollywood. The roots of
animation were planted nearly 200 years ago. Let’s look back
at its rich history, consider where it stands today, and imagine
what the future may hold for this creative medium.

A Journey Through Time - From Drawings to
Digital Dreams

The Origins (Pre-1900s)

Early advancements in optical entertainment included
devices such as the Thaumatrope (1825), Phenakistoscope
(1832), and Zoetrope (1834). Charles-Emile Reynaud's
Praxinoscope (1877) and Theatre Optique (1892) further
contributed to the evolution of animation technology.
Notably, on October 28, 1892, the first public animation
exhibition was held, a milestone now commemorated as
International Animation Day.

Every few years, Google drops Al design gimmick. But once
something that quietly redefines you try it, you realize it's more
how we build things. This year, it's like having a Ul designer
Google Stitch — an Al-powered sitting right next to you — one

Think of Stitch as a bridge between your idea
and your interface.

And within seconds, Stitch generates a full
layout — not just a wireframe, but a proper
design that you can export to Figma or even
as front-end HTML/CSS code.

You can also upload a sketch or rough
wireframe, and Stitch refines it into a polished
Ul. For someone like me who moves fast with
prototypes, this feels like a game changer.

Why Stitch Matters

Most product teams — especially in startups
— struggle in the early stage between idea
and interface. Designers and developers often
work in silos. You mock something up in
Figma, hand it over to developers, and by the
time it's coded, it looks nothing like the
original.

Stitch tries to fix that gap.

It allows you to:

Generate quick design
concepts in minutes.

Export usable code directly
from the tool.

Experiment with multiple
layouts before committing to one.

For developers like us, it means less
dependency on long design cycles. For
designers, it's an Al partner that understands
intent and style from natural language.

My First Impression

When | first played around with Stitch, | asked
it to design a dashboard for an Al analytics
app.

In less than a minute, it produced a clean
layout with cards, charts, and a sidebar. |
didn't use it as-is, but it gave me a solid head
start — something | could tweak in Figma and
ship faster.

The best part? Stitch offers two modes:
Standard Mode — for quick,
lightweight prototypes, export that to figma.
Experimental Mode — for
detailed, high-fidelity outputs.
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How | See It Helping Startups and
Freelancers

Most startups, freelancers, and even
internal product teams today want to go
from idea to MVP in weeks, not months.
Tools like Stitch fit perfectly into that
mindset.
Imagine this flow:

1. You or your client describes

what they want.
2. Stitch generates 2-3 layout

options.

3. You refine one in Figma or
code directly.

4. Your developer integrates

backend logic.

That's one or two days of design time
saved — multiplied across every project.

For teams like ours at HighOnSwift, where
we build and integrate Al-driven products
in 4—-6 weeks, this kind of acceleration
means faster delivery without cutting
corners.

Of Course, It's Not Perfect

Let's be honest — Al-generated design
still needs human touch. Stitch can
produce clean layouts, but it doesn't
understand your brand colors, emotions,
or micro-interactions yet.

But that's okay. Think of it as your
starting point, not your final output.

What's Coming Next

Tools like Stitch are part of a bigger
movement — what | call prompt-to-
product development. We're heading
toward a future where founders describe
what they want, Al builds the interface,
hooks up a basic backend, and humans
step into polish and personalize.

We're not there yet, but Stitch is one
clear step in that direction.

Final Thoughts

Google Stitch doesn't replace designers
or developers — it simply reduces the

time between idea and interaction.
For CIT alumni working in tech, startups,

or even corporate roles, it's worth trying
just to understand where the future of
designis heading.

Next time you think of a new app or
product idea, don't wait for design

discussions or a weekend hackathon.
Just type your prompt into Stitch — and

watch your imagination take shape.

As a road user, you owe a legal 'duty of
care' to all other road users. This means
you are obliged to take reasonable care to
ensure any action you take, or any action
you fail to take, does not cause injury to
anotherroad user, or damage to property.

It is important to note that 'road user’
does not just mean motorists. It also
includes pedestrians, cyclists,
passengers, motorcyclists, and anyone
else who makes use of aroad.

No one, of course, can put a price
tag on a human life but there is loss to
the community every time a bread

winner or a potential bread-winner is
killed, by road accident”.

Good Samaritan Law MV Act 2019

A Good Samaritan is a Person who, in
good faith, without expectation of
payment or reward and without any duty of
care or special relationship, voluntarily
comes forward to administer immediate
assistance or emergency care to a person
injured in an accident or crash, or
emergency medical condition/ emergency
situation.

This law protects Good Samaritans
from harassment on the actions being
taken by them to save the life of the road
accidentvictims.

Unless there is continuous Education
and Enforcement by the Transport/ Police
Department, it may be difficult to achieve
significant reduction in road accident
fatalities. Road (users) Safety education
must be inculcated in the school/College
curriculum in various modules.
