Every milestone in the journey 
of the CIT Alumni Association 
car r ies  w i th  i t  a  s to ry  o f 
dedication, teamwork, and the 
spirit of togetherness. One such 
memorable initiative was the 
publication of the CIT Alumni 
Members' Address Book in the 
year 2001 — a project that 
became a landmark in the 
Association's history.

W h e n  t h e  E x e c u t i v e 
Committee decided to bring out 
a comprehensive address book 
of all alumni, the task was

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Why Today’s AI Video Tools Are Magical for Social Media but Unreliable 
for Production
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Introduction

AI video generation has exploded in 
capability over the last year.
Models like OpenAI Sora 2, Google 
Veo 3.1, Runway Gen-3, Kling, and 
Pika have unlocked text-to-video magic 
once thought impossible.
Our feeds are full of:

● sweeping drone-style shots

● slow-motion cinematic scenes

● multi-character sequences

Part 1: How Today’s AI Video 
Systems Actually Work

● lifelike camera transitions
Yet beneath the spectacle lies a 

deeper truth:
AI video models don’t actually 

understand scenes — they predict 

pixel patterns, not worlds.
This single limitation is why AI video 

dazzles for entertainment but breaks 

for real production workflows.
Let’s examine what’s really happening 

behind the scenes — and where the 

industry must go next.
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Even the most advanced 2025 
systems follow the same fundamental 
process:
1. Start with random latent noise.
2. Denoise it step-by-step using the 
text prompt.
3. Apply weak temporal consistency 
between frames.
4. Predict motion based on statistical 
continuation—not physical logic.
5. Output frames in segments that are 
stitched into a full video.
Even Sora 2’s “physics awareness” is 
still a learned correlation — not a true 
simulation of a 3D world.

The Chunk & Stitch Problem
Most AI video generators still create 
clips in 4–12 second segments, 
then connect them.
This results in:

● sudden camera jumps

● lighting shifts

● characters teleporting or morphing

● mid-frame geometry distortion
These are not isolated glitches — 
they reflect a deeper constraint:
The model is not tracking objects. 
It is only predicting pixels over 
time.

The Missing Layer — 
Structural Scene Understanding
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Human animators and VFX teams 
think in:

● 3D environments

● objects and rigs

● light sources

● camera paths

● timelines and keyframes
AI video models bypass all of this. 
They generate frames that look right 
without understanding:

● object permanence

● spatial logic

● collisions

● camera geometry

● character identity consistency
This is why AI video struggles with:

● instructional videos

● scientific visualisation

● product demos

● character continuity over long 
shots
To reach production quality, AI 
needs to evolve from pixel-based 
generation to scene-based 
simulation.

Part 3: Why AI Video Isn’t 
Production-Ready (Yet)

Even with massive advancements, three 
issues limit real-world deployment:

1. No True 3D Scene 
Representation
Current models do not construct:

● real 3D geometry

● object rigs

● consistent occlusion

● rigid-body movement

● accurate reflections or shadows
Thus, characters wobble, objects 
deform, and physics inconsistencies 
appear.

2. Lack of True Editability
AI video cannot yet:

● maintain deterministic results

● support localized edits

● let you adjust camera paths or 
keyframes

● maintain consistent character 
models
Small changes often regenerate the 
entire sequence.

3. High Compute Cost
A 10–20s high-resolution clip still 
costs:

● significant GPU time

● multiple iterations

● expensive sampling rounds
This limits commercial-scale content 
production.
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Part 4: What the Industry Needs Next
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To unlock true production readiness, 

AI must shift from pixel prediction 

to world simulation.

Once that happens, the workflow 

evolves from:

Generate → hope it works → 

manually fix

to

Design → refine → publish.

Until then, AI video remains a 

spectacular—but unreliable—tool for 

professional filmmaking.
